Bus fare is $4 roundtrip and up to four 
children, 13 and under, ride for free with each fare-paying adult. Fare is 
good for one day only. Parking at TCC is free. The Taste TCC Shuttle will 
operate on Friday and Saturday from 11 a.m. to 9:30 p.m. and on 
Sunday from 11 a.m. to 8:30 p.m. The designated pick-up and drop-off 
area for the buses will be clearly marked at the TCC. The Taste TCC 
Shuttle will run every 15 minutes from TCC to Point Defiance Park. The 
Taste TCC Shuttle will run 30 minutes past closing each night, the ticket 
window located at TCC with close at 7 p.m. on Friday and Saturday, and 
at 6 p.m. on Sunday
